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Sketch Plugin for Marvel

A match made in heaven

First of all make sure you have Sketch version 3.3.2 or higher.

If you are running a lower version you will need an older version of our plugin,
although we don't support this anymore you can still get this by downloading
our zip file here: http://bit.ly/IRM7YKu

How to install:

Unzip, then double click the Marvel.sketchplugin file. That's it!

How to update/uninstall:

In Sketch go to “Plugins” and select “Manage Plugins...” Select Marvel and use
the little cog in the bottom left to uninstall. If you would like to update just
download the latest plugin and click the Marvel.sketchplugin file again.
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Getting started:
1. Goto “Plugins” in Sketch and select “Show/Hide Marvel”
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2. Next to the “Plugins” menu there should now appear “Marvel”.
Use the menu to login.
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3. Send or Update all artboards to Project

Bulk upload every artboard into your project, this will also replace any existing
files which have been uploaded with the same file name.

2. Send or updated selected artboard to project

If you only want to add or update a few artboard, then you can select them
individually and choose this option.

3. Select export options

The plugin can export your images at whatever size you need, simply
select or change the number in the size dropdown
